Salt water and damp cookware may damage the hob.

» Keep the hob dry.

» Do not cook with wet cookware.

» Avoid letting liquids overflow onto the surface of the
electric hotplate. Use deep cookware when cooking
with a lot of liquid.

» Avoid letting salt come into contact with the surface
of the electric hotplate.

Acidic liquids, such as lemon juice or vinegar, may

damage the surface of the appliance.

» Do not leave acidic liquids on the hob.

4 Causes of damage

Causes of damage to the hotplate

4.1 Causes of damage

A\ WARNING - Risk of electric shock!

Incorrect repairs are dangerous.

» Repairs to the appliance should only be carried out
by trained specialist staff.

» Only use genuine spare parts when repairing the
appliance.

» If the power cord of this appliance is damaged, it
must be replaced by the manufacturer, the manufac-
turer's Customer Service or a similarly qualified per-
son in order to prevent any risk.

1. Only use hobs when cookware has been placed on
top of them. Do not heat up empty cookware. This
will damage the bottom of the pot.

2. Only use cookware with an even base.

3. Position the cookware precisely in the centre of the
steel grid of the burner. This enables the heat from
the burner flame to be transferred optimally to the
underside of the cookware. The handle or grip does
not become damaged, and greater energy savings
are guaranteed.

4. Ensure that the burner parts are clean and dry. The
burner cup and burner cover must be in exactly the
right position.

5. If you operate your appliance with a gas cylinder,
stand the gas cylinder upright. If a gas cylinder is
used when it is laying on its side, internal parts of
the appliance may be damaged and this may result
in a gas leak.

6. Do not place hot cookware on the display or the
frame.

7. Salt, sugar and sand may cause scratches on the
glass. Do not use the hob as a work surface, kit-
chen worktop or storage space.

8. Damage may occur if hard or pointed objects fall on
the hob. Do not store such objects above the hob.

9. Sugar or food with a high sugar content may dam-
age the hob. Remove boiled-over food immediately
with a glass scraper. Caution: The scraper is poin-
ted. Food remnants that have not been removed
may damage the surface of the appliance and other
components.
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10. The area around the appliance must be clean and
dry. Always keep the appliance and the area around
it clean and dry after cleaning. Ensure that there are
no cleaning materials, cleaning products or water
marks on any of the appliance's surfaces.

11. Bleaching agents or similar chemicals which get
into the gas components below the hobs or on the
burner seat may lead to problems with the gas com-

ponents. When removing food remnants or residual
liquids from the burner seat, do not use bleaching
agents or similarly effective chemicals.

12. Cookware such as ceramic pans, casserole dishes
and frying pans absorb heat. Do not expose this
cookware to the flame for an extended period. This
may cause damage to the surface of the hotplate.

13. Never heat the cookware with more than one burner
at a time.

5 Environmental protection and saving energy

5.1 Disposing of packaging

The packaging materials are environmentally compat-

ible and can be recycled.

» Sort the individual components by type and dispose
of them separately.

5.2 Saving energy

If you follow these instructions, your appliance will use
less energy.

Choose a burner roughly the same size as your pan.

Centre the cookware on the hob.

Tip: Cookware manufacturers often give the upper

diameter of the saucepan. It is often larger than the

base diameter.

= Unsuitable cookware or incompletely covered cook-
ing zones consume a lot of energy.

Cover saucepans with suitable lids.
m Cooking without a lid consumes considerably more
energy.

Lift lids as infrequently as possible.
= \When you lift the lid, a lot of energy escapes.

Use a glass lid.
® You can see into the pan through a glass lid
without having to lift it.

Use cookware that is suitable for the quantity of food.
m Large items of cookware containing little food need
more energy to heat up.

Cook with only a little water.
= The more water that is contained in the cookware,
the more energy is required to heat it up.

Turn down to a lower power level early on.
= |f you use an ongoing power level that is too high,
you will waste energy.

Use the residual heat of electric hotplates. With

lengthy cooking times switch off the hotplate

5-10 minutes before the end of cooking.

= Unused residual heat increases energy consump-
tion.

= A slight whistling when operating the burner is nor-
mal.

m  QOdour formation during the first uses is normal. This
does not indicate a risk or malfunction.

= An orange flame is normal. This is caused by dust
in the air, overflowing liquids, etc.

= [f the burner's flame accidentally goes out, switch off
the burner's selector and wait at least 1 minute be-
fore igniting the burner again.

= A few seconds after switching off the hob, you may
hear noises, such as a slight clicking, from the
burner. This is not unusual, but shows that the pilot
is deactivated.

m  Keep the ignition plugs clean. If the ignition plugs
are dirty, the igniter is damaged. Clean the ignition
plugs regularly with a small, metal-free brush. En-
sure that the ignition plugs are not exposed to any
heavy knocks.

9 Operating the electric hotplate

You can find out everything you need to know about
operating your electric hotplate here.

9.1 Before using the electric hotplate for the
first time

A WARNING - Risk of harm to health!

When heating up the hotplate for the first time, vapours

are released which may lead to irritation of the mucous

membranes.

» The kitchen should therefore be well ventilated.

» Stay in the kitchen for a short time.

» Keep children, pets and particularly vulnerable
people away from the room.

1. To eliminate the new-appliance smell, set the elec-
tric hotplate to position 4 and switch it on without
cookware for approx. 15 minutes.

v During initial operation, smoke and odours may be
released. These will disappear over time.

2. Ventilate the room while the electric hotplate is heat-
ing.

3. Switch off the electric hotplate after the specified
cooking time.

4. Wait until the hotplate has cooled down.

9.2 Important information about the electric
hotplate

Follow these instructions when using your electric hot-

plate.

= Do not switch on the electric hotplate without pla-
cing cookware on it.

= Only use cookware with a dry base. Avoid overflow-
ing liquids and using wet cookware.

m Residual heat is present after the electric hotplate is
switched off. Keep children at a safe distance.

m  Ensure that the selector for the electric hotplate is
switched off in the event of a power failure.

= \We recommend that, at the beginning of the cook-
ing process, you turn the selector to the highest
level and then select an intermediate position based
on the quantity and consistency of the food.

= |f the diameter of the cookware base does not cor-
respond to the hotplate or if the cookware base is
uneven, unnecessary energy is consumed. Use
cookware with a thick, flat base, the diameter of
which matches the diameter of the hotplate. Never
use cookware with a smaller base.

= The hotplate can be switched off before the end of
the cooking time in order to exploit the thermal iner-
tia. To save energy, you can continue cooking for a
while with the heat that has already been produced.

= Qverflowing liquid is burnt on and leaves hard-to-re-
move stains. Use cookware with a suitable diameter
in order to prevent an overflow.

= Due to the high heat effect, the metallic hotplate ring
may discolour over time. Rectify the discolouration
by cleaning the hotplate ring with the rough side of
a sponge with washing-up liquid or abrasive clean-
ing agents. When cleaning, ensure that the sponge
does not come into contact with the hotplate.

= |f the surface of the electric hotplate is dirty as a
result of long-term use, clean the surface with a few
drops of oil or standard care products.

9.3 Switching on the electric hotplate

Operate the electric hotplate using a selector, with

which you can select the suitable power level.

2. While taking into consideration the cooking mode
and the quantity of food as well as using the picture
below as an aid, turn the selector anti-clockwise to a
suitable position.

Cooking times may vary depending on the type of
food, its weight and quality. Deviations are therefore
possible. You yourself can best judge the optimal cook-
ing time.

Select the right pot size for each cooking zone. The
diameter of the saucepan or pan base should be the
same as that of the cooking zone.

Note: Vitamins and minerals in the food can easily be
lost. You should therefore use as little water as pos-
sible when cooking, so that the food retains its vitamins
and minerals. Select short cooking times so that the ve-

getables remain firm and full of nutrients.

With careful cleaning and good care, your appliance
will remain fully functioning for a long time to come.

Disconnect the appliance from the mains power sup-
ply.
If required, wait until the cooking zone has cooled
down.
Damage to the various surfaces caused by using the
wrong cleaning agent can be avoided by observing the
following instructions.
= Do not use any high-pressure cleaners or steam
jets.
= Do not use flammable materials such as acids, dilu-
tion, petrol or benzene.
= Do not use abrasive cleaning agents or cleaning
materials.
